The Watauga County Board of Commissioners held a regular meeting, as scheduled, on Tuesday, 
October 15, 2024, at 5:30 P.M. in the Commissioners’ Board Room located in the Watauga County 
Administration Building, Boone, North Carolina. 
 
Chairman Turnbow called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M.  The following were present:

Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING TO ALLOW CITIZEN COMMENT ON PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO 
THE PERSONNEL ORDINANCE 
Chairman Turnbow stated that a public hearing was scheduled to allow citizen comment on 
proposed amendments to the Watauga County Personnel Ordinance.  The amendments were posted 
along with the public hearing notice and were included in the Board packet for review.

NORTH CAROLINA DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE PRESENTATION  
Ms. Holly Jones, NCDOJ, presented an update on services provided to the County by the North 
Carolina Department of Justice.  Ms. Jones stated that Attorney General Josh Stein’s Office 
protects the people of North Carolina by preventing crime and supporting law enforcement, 
safeguarding consumers and defending the State, its people, and their constitutional rights.  Ms. 
Jones stated that funds won for Watauga County included $5.5 million in the opioid settlement, 
$95,600 of funds won for Consumer, $688,100 from Medicaid fraud, $47,00 from taxpayer funds 
won and grants.  The total funds returned were $6.3 million.  Ms. Jones stated that NCDOJ wins 
for North Carolina include $40 million from Juul and for them to modify their practices regarding 
young people, $14 million from Dish Network from a settlement for illegal robocalls in NC with 
the funds to go to public schools, and $1.1 billion from Duke Energy in the form of savings from 
coal ash cleanup.  Ms. Jones reported the following ways to work with the NCDOJ:  Lethality 
Assessment Program, Criminal Justice Fellows Program, and Educational Outreach to the Public 
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on internet safety, scams and frauds; protecting the next generation of North Carolinians; and 
social media Town Hall series.  Ms. Jones also requested citizens to call 1-877-5No-Scam to report 
potential scams.  The presentation was for information only; therefore, no action was required.   

WATAUGA COUNTY SCHOOLS LOTTERY AND CIP FUNDS REQUESTS 
Dr. Chris Blanton, Watauga County Schools Assistant Superintendent/Director of Human 
Resources, requested the release of $825,000 from the Lottery Repair and Renovation (R&R) and 
$480,000 from the State Education Lottery.  The projects are listed below:

VALLE CRUCIS ELEMENTARY SCHOOL CHANGE ORDER REQUEST 
Mr. Chad Roberson, Clark Nexsen, requested approval of additional construction administration 
services in the amount of $26,111 per month for six (6) months which would bring the services to 
the contractor’s completion date of December 22, 2024, and $26,111 for each additional month 
beyond that contract completion date, and $34,860 for bidding and procurement of the furniture, 
fixtures and equipment (FF&E).  The requested increases would not require additional funding 
and would be covered in the existing project due to the remaining deductive change order balance 
of $289,597 and unused contract allowances. 
 
Commissioner Russell, seconded by Commissioner Eggers, moved to approve the $26,111 per 
month for additional construction administration services and $34,860 for bidding and 
procurement of furniture with funds to come from the existing project budget.

Mr. Bill Dixon, Appalachian Architecture, P.A., requested approval of the final Change Orders for 
the parking deck.

PROPOSED RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF NAMING THE HWY 105 BRIDGE OVER 
THE WATAUGA RIVER IN MEMORY OF K-9 DEPUTY LOGAN SHANE FOX 
County Manager, Deron Geouque, on behalf of Major Kelly Redmon, with the Sheriff’s Office, 
stated that support was sought in requesting the North Carolina Department of Transportation 
(NCDOT) name the Highway 105 Watauga River Bridge in memory of K-9 Deputy Logan Shane 
Fox.  The Sheriff’s Office has been in contact with Deputy Fox’s father who recommended naming 
the 105 bridge in his son’s honor.   
 
In an effort to meet the public forum requirement by the NCDOT, a public hearing was requested 
to be scheduled for the November 19, 2024.  Upon completion of the public hearing, the Board 
may adopt a proposed resolution in support of the bridge naming and forward to NCDOT for 
consideration.  Staff would also submit background information on the nominee, description of 
the bridge requested to be named, and public input and support to NCDOT staff.  NCDOT staff 
would review the information to ensure the application meets policy and confirm that there was 
not any local opposition.  After review the NCDOT staff would forward to the Transportation 
Road, Bridge, and Ferry Naming Committee for action.  The NCDOT Board member representing 
the area where the requested bridge was located must endorse the request.  If approved by NCDOT, 
the Transportation Road, Bridge, and Ferry Naming Committee would forward a resolution for the 
Board of Transportation’s approval.  The Board of Transportation would then approve or deny the 
request.  
 
The County Manager also stated that approval would also be needed to allocate $2,000 for a fee 
for the signs and installation. 
 
Commissioner Eggers, seconded by Commissioner Castle, moved to schedule a public hearing for 
November 19, 2024, at 5:30 P.M. to allow public comment on the potential naming of the Highway 
105 Watauga River Bridge in memory of K-9 Deputy Logan Shane Fox and to approve the 
allocation of the $2,000 for a fee for the signs and installation contingent upon approval after the 
public hearing.

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HURRICANE HELENE UPDATE 
County Manager Geouque and Mr. Will Holt, Emergency Services Director, presented an update 
on recovery efforts from the impacts of Hurricane Helene.  Beginning Wednesday, October 16, 
2024, Sanitation would operate at regular hours with the exception of Transfer Station limitations 
during the week with commercial construction and demo debris being limited.  SDR has been 
contracted to collect debris from the storm within the North Carolina Department of 
Transportation’s (NCDOT) right-of-way.  The focus of the pick up begins with the School’s 
limited bus routes.  Mr. Holt stated that two years ago contracts were adopted and NCDOT right-
of-way agreements were made which allowed SDR to begin operating so quickly.  Mr. Holt stated 
that there would be a Situation Report given on October 16 that would include the following.  As 
of now, there were no known missing persons.  There have not been any threats against FEMA in 
Watauga County and there are FEMA representatives ready to assist at 130 Poplar Grove 
Connector, Boone. There has been approximately $3,000,000 in FEMA checks to our County thus 
far.  The agricultural team at Cooperative Extension has been offering livestock support.  
AppHealthCare has been assisting in procedures for bleaching wells.  There were small hazardous 
materials tanks found in creeks; however, there was only one bid tank affected, which was burning 
off.  Mr. Holt stated that Rev. Seth Norris has been volunteering by coordinating mass feedings 
and the Chamber of Commerce has been coordinating donations.  UNC Health Appalachian was 
back to normal operations. 
 
Communications was good now; however, the system did go down due to a failed generator.  
VIPER was used throughout the storm and 911 calls were purposefully rerouted.  Usually they are 
rerouted to Caldwell County; however, with the storm anticipated to cover that County as well, 
calls were rerouted to Chatham County.  There were 2000 calls within the first hours of the storm 
compared to having slightly less than 2000 calls in a typical month.  There were 199 road closures 
including public and private roads as well as out-of-town thoroughfares leading to the area.  Mr. 
Holt stated that the Army Corp of Engineers has already begun with new flood mapping. 
 
This report was given for information only and, therefore, no action was required.

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MISCELLANEOUS ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS 
A. Hurricane Helene Disaster Relief Grant Project 

Finance Director, Deron Geouque, requested adoption of a proposed Grant Project Ordinance for 
Hurricane Helene Disaster Relief.  The adoption was required by North Carolina General Statutes.  
The amount of the ordinance recognizes $10,000,000.  The ordinance may be amended in the 
future to recognize additional funding, if forthcoming.  County Manager Geouque stated that, due 
to the County having a conservative budget, funds could be expended as necessary prior to 
reimbursement which could take three to five years. 
 
Commissioner Castle, seconded by Commissioner Russell, moved to adopt the Grant Project 
Ordinance in the amount of $10,000,000 for Hurricane Helene expenses.

B. Recommended Contract Award for Employee Medical, Dental, Vision, and Life 

Insurance 

County Manager Geouque stated that renewal rates were received for medical and dental insurance 
benefits. The initial renewal rate received from CIGNA for medical insurance was a 21.2% increase. 
Further negotiations and analysis of additional claims reduced the increase to 5.5%. 
 
Watauga County was currently in a two (2) year rate lock with Delta Dental, with the contract to renew 
01/01/2026.  However, continued negotiations with Cigna to reduce the medical renewal rate included 
a proposal for Cigna to also provide dental coverage to the County for the 2025 plan year.  The final 
negotiated rate of 5.5% increase for medical insurance benefits includes using Cigna PPO as the dental 
provider for the County, continuing at the current rate with no increase in dental insurance premiums.  
The dental insurance renewal with Cigna will include a comparable plan with negligible differences 
and a one (1) year rate lock.   
 
Benefits and premiums would remain unchanged with Community Eye Care for vision insurance and 
The Standard Insurance Company for life insurance. 
 
The County Manager stated that staff recommended CIGNA’s Level Funding plan for the County’s 
medical insurance with a 5.5% increase and for the County to fund $1,000 into each eligible 
employee’s HSA account. Staff further recommends Cigna PPO as the new dental insurance provider 
with no rate increase for the 2025 plan year. The Standard life insurance benefits and Community Eye 
Care vision insurance are proposed to continue with current carriers and no change in plan benefits or 
premiums.  Adequate funds have been budgeted to cover the renewal rates.

• The County to fund $1,000 into each eligible employee’s HSA account

4.3 DUPLICATE BIDS 

No more than one (1) bid from any Bidder will be considered by the County. In the event 

multiple bids are submitted in violation of this provision, the County will have the right to 

determine which bid will be considered, or at its sole option, reject all such multiple bids.

5 INTRODUCTION 

5.1 COUNTY 

Watauga County Schools is a public, Pre-K-8th grade school system located in 

Northwestern N.C.   

5.2 PURPOSE 

Watauga County, North Carolina, through Clark Nexsen, Inc., is soliciting bids from 

qualified firms to furnish, deliver and install furniture as outlined in this solicitation.  This 

project is a new building to house a Pre-K-8th grade school and ancillary program 

components.  The building will be approximately 78,000 square feet. 

6 SCOPE 

Watauga County is soliciting bids for the purchase, delivery and installation of all furniture 

listed on Appendix A –Price Form for the new Valle Crucis School located at Broadstone 

Road, in the community of Valle Crucis, North Carolina. The school will support Pre-K 

through 8th grade students. The items contained in this solicitation were selected to 

achieve design aesthetics, quality, and cost desired for specific needs appropriate for this 
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project. An emphasis was given to environmental impact of both manufacturers and 

specific products and items manufactured in North Carolina and surrounding areas. 

Although manufacturers are listed as a basis for design, it is not the intent to discriminate 

against an "or equal" product. It is the intent to set a definite standard. Open competition 

is expected and desired but, in all cases, complete supporting data must be submitted on 

or before, October 23rd at 5:00 PM local time, on all substitutions and exceptions 

proposed. Samples and/or documentation shall be submitted for comparison when 

requested. Bidders are requested to offer only equivalent comparable units, which will 

provide the features and performance as indicated in Procurement Specifications. 

All Products and component parts furnished under the Contract shall be new, shall comply 

with the specifications and terms and conditions set forth in this IFB, and shall operate in 

full compliance with these Specifications. 

Note: Because of the differences between manufacturers in the design, materials and 

construction methods, the County reserves the right to evaluate all bids/proposals and to 

vary from these specifications when in its opinion, such variances is in the County’s best 

interest.

Bidder must have a permanent office and installers located within 200 miles of project site 

for project installation and future service requirements. 

Drawings in PDF format are included in 

Appendix G for Bidder’s use. Quantities listed in this IFB are provided as a courtesy to aid 

in assessing the project for scope of work. The Proposing Bidder must validate quantities. 

Final order quantities will be the responsibility of the Bidder awarded the project. 

Clearly define all finish grades in the proposal. Finish samples (finishes and fabrics) are 

not required at this time. 

Freight, design, installation, project management, and any other anticipated fees/costs 

must be identified for the total project, based on the floor plans provided with this IFB. 

These items and any other anticipated fees/costs must be separate line items.

The County reserves the right to review any exceptions and determine acceptability. 

Failure to note exceptions will result in rejection of bid. 

7.3 SUBCONTRACTOR

A contractor whose Bid is accepted shall not substitute any person as subcontractor in the 

place of the subcontractor listed in the original bid, except (a) if the listed subcontractor’s 

bid is later determined by the contractor to be non-responsible or nonresponsive or the 

listed subcontractor refuses to enter into a contract for the complete performance of the 

bid work, or (b) with the approval of the awarding authority for good cause shown by the 

contractor. 

The terms, conditions, and requirements of each contract between Contractor and a 

subcontractor performing work under a subdivision or branch of work listed in this 

subsection shall incorporate by reference the terms, conditions, and requirements of the 

Contract between Contractor and Owner.

Bidder is 

advised that the response (or lack thereof) on this question does not take precedence over 

specific responses or non-responses provided elsewhere in this bid. 

7.5 WARRANTY 

Watauga County requires, at a minimum, a 1-year unlimited warranty, unless otherwise 

indicated on Procurement Specification Sheets, on all furniture including installation.

7.6 SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS 

Vendor shall: 

1. Prior to order placement, visit the site, compare the drawings and specifications, and

be informed of all conditions, including other work being performed and prevailing

labor transportation conditions. There shall be no additional cost to the County due to

unanticipated difficulties or costs of performance by the Bidder.

2. Be responsible for receiving, warehousing, delivering and completing the installation

of all items.

3. Be responsible for installation and furnish their own installation crew, who are

uniformed and have been certified and/or trained to install, assemble, disassemble,

reconfigure, relocate or repair office furniture, and arrange for the crew to be at the

job site at the dates and times prearranged with the County.

4. Provide adequate, competent, supervision for installation, by a supervisor

experienced in the type of work involved.

5. Have the sole responsibility for payment of any overtime expenses, unless and to the

extent that overtime is requested in writing by the County and the County agrees to

pay this expense.

6. Protect existing amenities of the site during the project and shall be held liable for any

resulting damages.

8 EVALUATION OF BIDS AND AWARD PROCEDURES 

8.1 BID INFORMATION 

Bids must be made in strict conformance using the Invitation for Bid (IFB) forms provided 

herein. All blank spaces for bids must be filled in properly.  

All Bid Documents shall signed by an individual who is authorized to contractually bind the 

company. The signature must indicate the title or position the individual holds in the 

agency or firm. Agencies or firms which sign contracts with the name of the agency or firm 

must provide the name of a corporate officer or executive director for signature validation 

by the County. All unsigned Bids will be disqualified. In submitting a Bid, Offeror affirms 

all statements contained in the bid are true and accurate.

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public record and subject to disclosure under applicable public records law. 

8.3 BID AWARD 

Award will be made to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder who meets the 

requirements listed in this bid document. 

The County reserves the right to reject any and all bids, the right to waive informalities, 

and the right to disregard nonconforming or conditional bids or counter proposals. If the 

contract is to be awarded, it will be awarded to the lowest responsible, responsible bidder 

whose evaluation by the County indicates that the award will be in the best interest of 

County. The County shall have a period of 120 days after opening of bids in which to 

award the contract. 

8.4 APPLICATION OF NORTH CAROLINA GENERAL STATUTES

9.3 CERTIFICATION 

In response to the IFB Request, the Contractor certifies the following:

9.4 FINANCIAL INFORMATION 

The Bidder must have the following financial information readily available and have the 

ability to provide it to the County, without exception, within twenty-four (24) hours upon 

request during the bid certification process: 

1. Annual audited financial reports for the past five (5) fiscal years.

2. Credit reports, credit bulletins, bank and vendor references, and any other

published statements by agencies that have been issued or published about the

entity within the past five (5) years.

3. Indicate whether the Company (and/or predecessor, guarantor, or subcontractor)

has declared bankruptcy within the last five (5) years.

4. Provide a description of the financial impact of any past or pending legal

proceedings and judgments that could materially affect the Bidder’s financial

position or ability to provide service to the County.

9.5 CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS 

The contents of this Bid and the commitments set forth in the Bid shall be considered 

contractual obligations if a contract ensues. Failure to accept these obligations may result 

in cancellation of the award. All legally required terms and conditions shall be incorporated 

into final contract agreements with the awarded bidder. 

9.6 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 

Seller represents and warrants that the performance of this order and the furnishing of 

goods or services required shall be in accordance with the applicable standards,

Commencement of a contract shall not begin prior to all necessary County approvals, 

including County School Board approval where required, and receipt of a County 

Purchase Order. Commencement of a contract without these approvals is solely at the 

Bidder’s own risk and is likely to result in no payment for services performed or goods 

received. 

9.10 RIGHT OF CANCELLATION 

Any contract agreement entered into with the County that requires ongoing payments after 

the end of the fiscal year in which the equipment is purchased is cancelable by the County 

in the event that continuing funds are not appropriated. 

9.11 EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

WHEREAS, approximately 87% of the operational budget of the Watauga County Schools is 
allocated to salaries and benefits for employees serving students and their families; 

WHEREAS, following the Covid-19 pandemic the federal government provided certain funds to 
school districts to continue and increase when possible educational and other related services to 
students to address learning loss associated with the pandemic; 

WHEREAS, the Watauga County Board of Education (the "Board") no longer receives federal 
funds to address learning loss; 

WHEREAS, the Board has used state, local, and federal funding to employ sufficient staff to 
serve the educational and related needs of students in Watauga County; however, the Board 
recognizes that it must right-size operations, including staffing, in order to adjust to changes in 
available funding ; 

WHEREAS, it is the goal of the Board to reduce staffing costs through attrition, transfers, and 
other administrative measures to avoid terminating any employee due to financial exigencies, to 
the greatest extent possible; 

WHEREAS, the Board requires sufficient funds to operate and to provide cash flow to cover 
expenses which may pre-date revenues due to reimbursement requirements, especially at the 
federal level ; and 

WHEREAS, the County has sufficient funds to make a transfer of additional funds to the 
Board's local current expense fund from capital reserve monies which exceed the amount 
required by statute to be spent on school capital and/or associated debt without a detrimental 
impact on school capital funding for present and fuhire needs . 

NOW THEREFORE, the Watauga County Board of Education hereby requests the following 
from the Watauga County Board of County Commissioners: 

1) The County amend its appropriations to the Watauga County Board of 
Education's budget for the current Fiscal Year, 2024-25 , by increasing 
appropriations for local current expenses in the amount of $ 1,800,000. 

2) That the monies herein requested shall be reallocated by the County from existing 
funds in the school capital reserve account established by the County and shall be 
appropriated from funds in that account above and beyond those restricted by law 
for school capital and/or associated debt.

The North Carolina Department of Natural and Cultural Resources (hereinafter called the "Department") and 
Watauga County (hereinafter referred to as "Grantee") do hereby enter into this project agreement (the 
“Agreement”), effective as of the date of the last signature to this Agreement (the “Effective Date”), for the purpose 
of providing grant funding to the Grantee for public recreation purposes via either land acquisition, the construction 
of new public recreation facilities, or repair, renovation, improvement, or adaptation of existing public recreation 
facilities in North Carolina. The Parties agree to comply with the terms, requirements, promises, conditions, plans, 
specifications, estimates, procedures, project proposals, maps, and assurances described in the North Carolina Parks 
and Recreation Trust Fund (“PARTF”) statute (N.C.G.S. 143B-135.56) and administrative rules (07 NCAC 13K), and 
the PARTF grant application and grant manual, which are hereby incorporated by reference into this Agreement and 
which are on file with the North Carolina Division of Parks and Recreation.   
 
Now, therefore, the parties hereto do mutually agree as follows:   
 
Upon execution of this Agreement, the Department hereby promises, in consideration of the promises by the 
Grantee herein, to provide to the Grantee the grant amount shown above.

Section I.  Eligible Project Costs, Fiscal Management, and Recordkeeping  
 
1. The grant amount must be matched on the basis of at least one dollar of funding provided by the Grantee for 

every one dollar of funding provided by the State.  To be eligible, project costs must be incurred during the 
period covered by this Agreement, be documented in the grant application, described in the project scope of 
this Agreement, and initiated and/or undertaken after execution of this Agreement by the Grantee and the 
Department.   The Department shall only pay or reimburse the Grantee for reasonable, eligible costs actually 
incurred by the Grantee that do not exceed the grant award amount for the Project outlined on page 1 of this 
Agreement. 
 

2. PARTF assistance for land acquisition will be based on the fair market value of real property or the sales price, 
whichever is less.  The value must be based upon an independent appraisal by a licensed appraiser holding a 
general or residential certification from the North Carolina Appraisal Board.  The Department shall review the 
appraisal as to content and valuation.  Approval of appraised amounts rests with the Department.  The Grantee 
agrees to begin development on PARTF acquired land within five (5) years of the Effective Date of this 
Agreement in order to allow general public access and use. 

    
3. Payment shall be made in accordance with this Agreement, the Scope of Work (Attachment B), and PARTF 

statutes and rules.  Payment for work performed will be made upon receipt and approval of invoice(s) from 
the Grantee documenting the costs incurred in the performance of work under this Agreement.  Invoices may 
be submitted to the Contract Administrator quarterly.  Final invoices, including accounting records that 
document all expenditures and request for reimbursement, must be received by the Department for approval 
prior to or at the time of the close-out inspection.  Accounting records should be based on generally accepted 
local government accounting standards and principles.  All accounting records and supporting documents will 
clearly show the Project Number and Project Title to which they are applicable.   
 

4. Records created or obtained under this Agreement shall not be destroyed, purged or disposed of without the 

express written consent of the Department. State basic records retention policy requires all grant records to 

be retained for a minimum of five (5) years or until all audit exceptions have been resolved, whichever is longer.  

Also, if any litigation, claim, negotiation, audit, disallowance action, or other action involving this Agreement 

has been started before expiration of the five-year retention period described above, the records must be 

retained until completion of the action and resolution of all issues which arise from it, or until the end of the 

regular five-year period described above, whichever is later.   

 

5. The State Auditor and the Department’s internal auditors shall have access to persons and records as a result 
of all contracts and grants entered into by state agencies and or political subdivisions in accordance with 
General Statute 147-64.7. Additionally, as the State funding authority, the Department shall have access to 
persons and records as a result of all contracts or grants entered into by State agencies or political subdivisions.   

 
6. The Grantee agrees to refund to the Department, subsequent to an audit of the project’s financial records, any 

costs disallowed or required to be refunded to the Department on account of audit exceptions. The Grantee 
agrees that any unused State-awarded funds remaining after the completion of the project or termination of 
this Agreement shall revert back to the Department to be deposited into PARTF for distribution by the PARTF 
Authority. 

 

7. The Parties agree and understand that the payment of the sums specified in this Agreement is dependent and 
contingent upon and subject to the appropriation, allocation, and availability of funds for this purpose to the 
Department.

Section II.  Project Execution 
 

1.    The Grantee may not deviate from the Scope of Work outlined in Attachment B without the prior written 
approval of the Department.  When the Grantee seeks to change an element of the project, including, but not 
limited to, the project scope, a revised estimate of costs, a deletion or additions of project deliverables, or an 
extension of the Agreement period, the Grantee must submit in writing a request to the Department for 
approval. 

 
2. The Grantee agrees to permit periodic audits and site inspections by the Department to ensure work progress 

in accordance with the approved project, including a required close-out inspection upon project completion.  
After project completion, the Grantee agrees to conduct compliance inspections at least once every five (5) 
years and to submit a Department-provided inspection report to the Department.  
 

3. The Grantee shall not subgrant any of the work contemplated under this Agreement without prior written 
approval from the Department.  The Department shall not be obligated to pay for any work performed by any 
unapproved subgrantee or subrecipient.  The Grantee or subrecipient is not relieved of any of the duties and 
responsibilities of this Agreement.  Furthermore, any subrecipient must agree to abide by the standards 
contained in this Agreement and to provide all information to allow the Grantee to comply with these 
standards.  

4. The Grantee shall be wholly responsible for the work to be performed and for the supervision of its employees.  
The Grantee represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all personnel required in performing the 
services under this Agreement.  Such employees shall not be employees of or have any individual contractual 
relationship with the Department. 

 
5. In the event the Grantee subcontracts for any or all of the services covered by this Agreement: 

a. The Grantee is not relieved of any of the duties and responsibilities provided in this Agreement; 
b. The Grantee’s contract with the subcontractor must provide that the subcontractor agrees to 

abide by the standards contained in this Agreement or to provide such information as to allow the 
Grantee to comply with these standards; and 

c. The Grantee’s contract with the subcontractor must provide that the subcontractor agrees to allow 
state and federal authorized representatives access to any records pertinent to its role as a 
subcontractor. 

 
6. The Grantee agrees to comply with all applicable reporting requirements for grant recipients at the designated 

reporting level as outlined in 09 NCAC 03M .0205, including providing a certification that State financial 
assistance received was used for the purposes for which it was awarded. 

 
7. The Grantee agrees land acquired with PARTF assistance shall be dedicated in perpetuity as a recreation site 

for the use and benefit of the public, the dedication will be recorded in the deed of said property and the 
property may not be converted to other than public recreation use without the prior written approval of the 
Department.  The Grantee agrees to maintain and manage PARTF-assisted development/renovation projects 
for public recreation use for a minimum period of twenty-five (25) years after project completion. 

 
8. The Grantee agrees to operate and maintain the project site so as to appear attractive and inviting to the public, 

kept in reasonably safe repair and condition, and open for public use at reasonable hours and times of the year, 
according to the type of facility and area. 

 
9. The Grantee agrees to place utility lines developed with PARTF assistance underground.   

 
10. The Grantee shall, in the landscaping of all PARTF-funded projects, only use seeds and plants classified by the 

U.S. Department of Agriculture as native to the Southeastern United States, including cultivars and varieties 
thereof that were not bred to have reduced reproductive structures, with a strong preference for plants the

U.S. Department of Agriculture has classified as native to North Carolina. The “Southeastern United States” 
shall be defined as the states of Alabama, Georgia, North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia, and the 
following counties in Florida: Bay Calhoun, Escambia, Gulf, Holmes, Jackson, Okaloosa, Santa Rosa, Walton, 
and Washington. The following non-native plants shall be exempted from this requirement: 

a. Non-native plants incorporated as part of a PARTF-funded project that are already existing at the time 
that the grant is approved; 
b. Non-native turf grass; and 
c. Non-native seeds and plants where the primary purpose is: 

i. crop cultivation;  
i. scientific research;  

ii. botanical or historical gardens; or 
iii. plantings for wildlife. 

 
d. If the project site is rendered unusable for any reason whatsoever, the Grantee agrees to immediately notify 

the Department of said conditions and to make repairs, at its own expense, in order to restore use and 
enjoyment of the project by the public. 

 
Section III.  Project Termination and Applicant Eligibility 
 
1. The Grantee may unilaterally rescind this Agreement at any time prior to the expenditure of funds by the State 

on the project described in this Agreement by providing written notice to the Department.  
 

2. Termination by Mutual Consent:  The Parties may terminate this Agreement by mutual consent with sixty (60) 
days’ written notice to the other Party, or as otherwise provided by law.  If the Agreement is terminated by the 
Department as provided herein, the Grantee shall be paid for services satisfactorily completed, less payment 
or compensation previously made.  Unexpended funds held by the Grantee shall revert to the PARTF upon 
termination of this Agreement. 
 

3. Termination for Cause:  If, through any cause, the Grantee shall fail to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement 
in a timely and proper manner, the Department shall have the right to terminate this Agreement by giving 
written notice to the Grantee and specifying the effective date thereof.  Unexpended funds held by the Grantee 
shall revert to the PARTF upon termination of this Agreement.  If the Agreement is terminated by the 
Department as provided herein, the Grantee shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for 
any satisfactory work completed on such materials, minus any payment or compensation previously made.  
Notwithstanding the foregoing provision, the Grantee shall not be relieved of liability to the Department for 
damages sustained by the Department by virtue of the Grantee’s breach of this Agreement, and the 
Department may withhold any payment due the Grantee for the purpose of setoff until such time as the exact 
amount of damages due the Department from such breach can be determined.   
 
In addition, in the event of default by the Grantee under this Agreement, the State may immediately cease 
doing business with the Grantee, immediately terminate for cause all existing contracts the State has with the 
Grantee, and de-bar the Grantee from doing future business with the State.   
 
Upon the Grantee filing a petition for bankruptcy or the entering of a judgment of bankruptcy by or against the 
Grantee, the State may immediately terminate, for cause, this Agreement and all other existing contracts the 
Grantee has with the State, and de-bar the Grantee from doing future business.   
  

4. Failure by the Grantee to comply with the provisions and conditions set forth in the formal application, PARTF 
administrative rules, and this Agreement may result in the Department declaring the Grantee ineligible for 
further participation in future PARTF-funded grant cycles, in addition to any other remedies provided by law, 
until such time as compliance has been obtained to the satisfaction of the Department. 
 

5. Waiver by the Department of any default or breach in compliance with the terms of this Agreement by the 
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Grantee shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent default or breach and shall not be construed to be 
modification of the terms of this Agreement unless stated to be such in writing, signed by an authorized 
representative of the Department and the Grantee and attached to the Agreement. 
 

6. Neither party shall be deemed to be in default of its obligations hereunder if and so long as it is prevented from 
performing such obligations by any act of war, hostile foreign action, nuclear explosion, riot, strikes, civil 
insurrection, earthquake, hurricane, tornado, or other catastrophic natural event or act of God. 

 
Section IV.  General Terms 
 
1. This Agreement is subject to the reporting requirements described in the Notice of Certain Reporting and Audit 

Requirements (Attachment A).  
 

2. The Grantee must ensure that grant funds dispersed under this Agreement are audited in compliance with 

State and federal audit requirements for local governments and public authorities, institutions of higher 

education, and nonprofit organizations, and, as applicable, according to the standards of the federal Single 

Audit Act and Circular A-133 “Audits of States, Local Governments, and Nonprofit Organizations” as supplied 

by the Executive Office of the President, Office of Management and Budget, Washington, DC. 

 

3. No assignment of the Grantee's obligations or the Grantee's right to receive payment hereunder shall be 

permitted. However, upon written request approved by the Department, the Department may: 

a. Forward the Grantee's payment check(s) directly to any person or entity designated by the 

Grantee, or 

b. Include any person or entity designated by Grantee as a joint payee on the Grantee's payment 

check(s).  In no event shall such approval and action obligate the Department to anyone other than 

the Grantee and the Grantee shall remain responsible for fulfillment of all Agreement obligations. 

 

4. Except as otherwise provided herein, this Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the 

Parties hereto and their respective successors. It is expressly understood and agreed that the enforcement of 

the terms and conditions of this Agreement, and all rights of action relating to such enforcement, shall be 

strictly reserved to the Department and the named Grantee. Nothing contained in this document shall give or 

allow any claim or right of action whatsoever by any other third person. It is the express intention of the 

Department and Grantee that any such person or entity, other than the Department or the Grantee, receiving 

services or benefits under this Agreement shall be deemed an incidental beneficiary only. 

 

5. To the extent allowed by law, the Grantee shall hold and save the State, its officers, agents, and employees, 

harmless from liability of any kind, including all claims and losses accruing or resulting to any other person, 

firm, or corporation furnishing or supplying work, services, materials, or supplies in connection with the 

performance of this Agreement, and from any and all claims and losses accruing or resulting to any person, 

firm, or corporation that may be injured or damaged by the Grantee in the performance of this Agreement and 

that are attributable to the negligence or intentionally tortious acts of the Grantee.  

  

6. All notices permitted or required to be given by one party to the other and all questions about the Agreement 
from one party to the other shall be addressed and delivered to the other party’s Contract Administrator.   The 
name, post office address, street address, telephone number, fax number, and email address of the Parties’ 
respective initial Contract Administrators are set out below.  Either party may change the post office address, 
street address, telephone number, fax number, or email address of its Contract Administrator by giving written 
notice to the other party within thirty (30) calendar days of such change. The Grantee shall not substitute key 
personnel assigned to the performance of this Agreement, as outlined below, without prior written approval 
by the Department’s Contract Administrator.

7. The Grantee agrees to comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, ordinances, codes, rules, 

regulations, and licensing requirements that are applicable to this Agreement and the conduct of its normal 
operations, including, but not limited to, purchasing, construction, land acquisition, fiscal management, equal 
employment opportunity, accessibility, and the environment. 

 
8. The Grantee shall comply with all federal and State laws relating to equal employment opportunity.   The 

Grantee shall take affirmative action in complying with all Federal and State requirements concerning fair 
employment and employment of people with disabilities, and concerning the treatment of all employees 
without regard to discrimination by reason of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, or disability.

b. Will disclose the name, address, payment details, and purposes of any agreement with lobbyists 

whom Grantee or its sub-tier contractor(s) or sub-grantee(s) will pay with profits or non-
appropriated funds on or after December 22, 1989; and,  

c. Will file quarterly updates about the use of lobbyists if material changes occur in their use. 
 

12. Except as otherwise provided herein or unless superseded by applicable federal or State statute of limitations, 

all promises, indemnifications, requirements, terms conditions, provisions, representations, guarantees, and 

warranties contained herein shall survive the Agreement expiration or termination date. 

 
13. This Agreement may not be amended orally or by performance.  Amendments shall be made in writing on a 

form prepared by the Department and duly executed by an authorized representative of the Department and 
the Grantee. 

 
14. If any provisions of this Agreement are held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions 

shall remain in full force and effect.  
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15. If eligible, the Grantee and all subrecipients shall: (a) ask the North Carolina Department of Revenue for a 
refund of all sales and use taxes paid by them in the performance of this Agreement, pursuant to N.C.G.S. §

expenses are entered in their reimbursement reports.

All promises, 
requirements, terms, conditions, provisions, representations, guarantees, and warranties contained herein 
shall survive the Agreement expiration or termination date unless specifically provided otherwise herein, or 
unless superseded by applicable Federal or State statutes of limitation.

Notice of Certain Reporting and Audit Requirements 

 
The Grantee shall comply with all rules and reporting requirements established by State statute or administrative 
rules.  For convenience, the requirements are set forth in this Attachment. 
 
Reporting Thresholds. 
There are three reporting levels established for grantees and subrecipients receiving State financial assistance. 
Reporting levels are based on the level of State financial assistance from all funding sources. The reporting levels 
are: 

(1) Level I – A grantee or subrecipient that receives, holds, uses, or expends State financial assistance in an 
amount less than twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000) within its fiscal year.

Reporting requirements for grantees that meet the following reporting standards on an annual basis: 
(1) All grantees and subrecipients shall provide a certification that State financial assistance received or, 
held was used for the purposes for which it was awarded. 
(2) All grantees and subrecipients shall provide an accounting of all State financial assistance received, held, 
used, or expended. 
(3) Level II and III grantees and subrecipients shall report on activities and accomplishments undertaken by 
the Grantee, including reporting on any performance measures established in this Agreement. 
(4) Level III grantees and subrecipients shall have a single or program-specific audit prepared and completed 
in accordance with Generally Accepted Government Auditing Standards, also known as the Yellow Book. 

 
All reports shall be filed with the Department in the format and method specified by the Department no later than 
three (3) months following the end of the Grantee's fiscal year. Audits must be provided to the Department no later 
than nine (9) months following the end of the Grantee's fiscal year. The Grantee shall use the reporting package 
forms provided by the Department in making and submitting reports to the Department. 
 
Unless prohibited by law, the costs of audits made in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement shall be 
allowable charges to State and Federal awards. The charges may be considered a direct cost or an allocated indirect 
cost, as determined in accordance with cost principles outlined in the Code of Federal Regulations, 2 CFR Part 200. 
The cost of any audit not conducted in accordance with this Agreement shall not be charged to State awards. 
 
Notwithstanding the provisions of this Agreement, a grantee may satisfy the reporting requirements of this 
Agreement by submitting a copy of the report required under federal law with respect to the same funds.

agreements, or stipulations of this Contract, the County shall thereupon have the right to terminate this 
Contract by giving written notice to the District of such termination and specifying the effective date 
thereof, at least five (5) days before the effective date of such termination.  If the Contract is terminated 
by the County as provided herein, the District will be paid for the time provided and expenses incurred 
up to the termination date.

Ms. Kendra Phipps, Cooperative Extension Agent, will request the Board approve a grant from 
the Tobacco Trust Fund in the amount of $67,379 for grounds enhancement to complement the 
small greenhouse project.  Ms. Phipps will also update the Board on Cooperative Extension’s 
Hurricane relief efforts.   
 
Board action is required to accept the grant from the Tobacco Trust Fund in the amount of $67,379. 
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Report from Coopera�ve Extension:  
 

1) Approval for Tobacco Trust Fund for Ag Center Grounds Enhancement &  
2) Report on Hurricane Relief for Farming Community/Agriculture 

 
Ag Center Grounds Enhancement Project & Request for Grant Approval 
 
In March, Coopera�ve Extension submited a grant proposal request to the Tobacco Trust Fund 
for grounds enhancement for the Watauga County Agricultural Services Center to complement a 
small greenhouse project. Extension has been discussing this with the County Manager, County 
Maintenance Director, and the sheriff’s department for some �me. Two weeks ago, the county 
was no�fied by Tobacco Trust Fund that we had been awarded $67,379 for the project. We ask 
the board for formal approval to receive these funds and begin this project. 
 
The purpose of this project is to create addi�onal capacity for ag and natural resources 
educa�on within the grounds of the Watauga County Agricultural Services Center by 
construc�ng a greenhouse in underu�lized space within the county's overflow impound lot & 
improving green spaces on the grounds surrounding the Center by enhancing landscape, 
garden, and streamside spaces.  
 
The Ag Services Center is the one-stop-shop for everything “Ag-Related” in the county. 
Coopera�ve Extension, the Watauga County Soil & Water District, USDA & NRCS, the NC Forest 
Service and the High Country Food Hub are all centrally located at this center in downtown 
Boone. As such, the center is the primary mee�ng loca�on for agricultural and food 
presenta�ons, workshops, mee�ng space for commodity groups, trainings, and also serves as 
the public pick-up point for the High Country Food Hub. Addi�onally, Watauga County 
Coopera�ve Extension has a thriving Master Gardener Program and a strong home & 
commercial hor�culture program that need addi�onal capacity for hands-on produc�on & 
demonstra�on space & infrastructure due to increasing demand for these services and 
educa�onal opportuni�es.  
 
Adjacent to the Ag Center is the county's 'overflow' impound lot which has been an 
underu�lized vehicle storage area for many years. Last year, the county sheriff department 
removed a majority of vehicles and other structures that had been stored within this 1/2 acre 
property for over two decades. Extension's hor�culture and Master Gardener program would 
like to use this space to construct an opera�onal, produc�on greenhouse to increase capacity to 
cul�vate and propagate plant starts, provide hands-on demonstra�on on gra�ing, pruning, and 
other propaga�on techniques and other seeding, ligh�ng, and greenhouse management 
prac�ces. The project addi�onally will provide secure storage for shared-use agricultural 
equipment that Extension and Soil & Water provide to our commercial farmers. The conversion 
& improvement of this space will provide much needed infrastructure & space for agricultural 
educa�on. Addi�onally, Kraut Creek, which borders the impound lot & Ag Center property, has 
eroding & unstable streambanks. The Town of Boone & New River Conservancy have a 
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restora�on project planned to enhance and protect this area of the creek, which will provide 
addi�onal educa�on and demonstra�on opportuni�es for the public. 
 
The primary project ac�vi�es will consist of: 
* Construc�ng a greenhouse on the impound lot property (including adding electricity & water 
to the site) 
* Grading and graveling areas of the impound lot to improve storage areas for shared 
equipment 
* Repairing/replacing the front fence and gate of the impound lot for improved security and 
aesthe�cs 
* Crea�ng & enhancing surrounding grounds of the Ag Center, including crea�on of pollinator & 
edible garden areas and stream access areas within and adjacent to the impound lot 
 
Intended beneficiaries of the project include:  
 
1) Watauga County Master Gardeners who will benefit from access to produc�on and 
demonstra�on capacity through an opera�ng greenhouse for plant starts which will also 
enhance an ability to provide plant material to (#2): 
2) Farmers, farm families, landowners, youth (4-H) and the general public who want to 
begin growing their own plants for food, fruit, and landscaping 
3) Staff & agents who work with the public, youth, and farmers & hor�culturalists in the 
county, who will have enhanced capacity to provide farm, land, and environmental educa�on 
 
 
Report on Hurricane Relief for Farming Community & Agriculture 
 
As you all know, our agricultural community was hit hard by the impacts of Helene. Miles of 
fence lines were lost to flooding or damaged due to fallen trees. Farm roads and bridges were 
washed away. Many botomland crop fields were covered by debris and some�mes several feet 
of sludge and sand. Greenhouses and hoophouses were damaged or destroyed. En�re hay crops 
and feed stores for our catle industry were lost. Many barns were flooded or damaged by 
landslides. And the home & life of one of our county farmers was lost in a landslide. Hundreds 
of acres of our county’s most produc�ve agricultural lands were impacted. At the same �me, 
our farmers were some of the first to step up, lend a hand to their communi�es, loan out their 
equipment, clear roads, volunteer at distribu�on sites, transport hay & other farm supplies to 
their neighbors...all while repairing or replacing their own miles of fences, rebuilding their 
greenhouses, bulldozing mud out of their fields, stabilizing their own roads, and chasing down 
their animals who were suddenly 'free range'. 
 
In the days following the storm, our Watauga Extension staff mobilized to iden�fy needs and 
iden�fy resources to assist our impacted agricultural community. The Brown family (Blake, Ann, 
Daniel & Alex) volunteered their ‘Dinner in the Gap’ loca�on off 421 to serve as our county’s ag 
distribu�on site for hay, fencing, feed, and other farm-related dona�ons that began to stream in 
almost immediately. We used borrowed & donated equipment and trailers to load, unload, 
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store, and manage hay and other farm supplies. Bart Keller w/Critcher Brothers coordinated the 
delivery of a telehandler to load/offload hay & pallets of feed. Rodney and Tracy Presnell 
donated their tractor and a trailer to assist with hay delivery & loading/offloading. Watauga 
County Soil & Water staff and other volunteers and personnel from other state agencies like the 
NCDA & Extension staff from other coun�es stepped up to assist our staff with aid coordina�on 
& distribu�on. (There are too many others who have helped to men�on, here). 
 
Our Extension staff has fielded hundreds of calls from farmers who needed to report damage. 
Extension is working with our county Soil & Water, NRCS, and FSA to provide our farmers 
informa�on and assistance with several grant & funding programs that have been quickly 
released to begin the rebuilding process. Extension put together a hay hotline in early October 
and set up an aid distribu�on schedule. In the month following the hurricane, we have been 
open at the 421 distribu�on site from 10am-6pm.  
 
Since opening the distribu�on site (as of Oct 31), we have distributed: 
 

• Over $30,000 of fencing supplies (including hundreds of t-posts, over 100 spools of 
barbed wire, electric wire, insulators, post-drivers, solar chargers, woven wire, railroad 
�es, round posts, ne�ng wire, etc) which were donated and delivered from mul�ple 
sources including state & county Farm Bureaus, individual farmers from across NC (and 
the US) and private companies 

• 350 tons of hay (over 2,500 round, square, and big square bales) donated from farmers 
across NC and the east coast. One convoy from NE Ohio delivered 50+ truck & trailers of 
hay on Oct 15 (all of which was distributed). 

• Around 75 pallets (over 70 tons) of cow, chicken, horse, & small ruminant feed & mineral 
have been distributed 

• As of Oct 31, over 80 farmers had requested and received hay relief via the hay hotline 
and over 50 more have visited the distribu�on site for other feed, fencing, and supplies. 
Extension staff and volunteers (including Na�onal Guard) also delivered supplies to 
some farmers who were especially hard hit. 

 
Addi�onally, Extension facilitated Master Food Volunteers to prepare & meals for farm work 
crews that were working to clear debris at farms. Our agents have assisted with assessments on 
flooded botomlands to assess soil fer�lity, produc�vity and food safety & have submited 
requests for other farm supplies for our market gardener & specialty crop producers to repair 
infrastructure damage to their vegetable opera�ons. Our Ag Conference Center was used to 
house NC Forest Service crews and other private relief crews who came up to clear debris and 
repair fence lines. Thankfully, other than some road damage and minor tree loss due to 
mudslides and minor perimeter tree loss, our county’s Christmas tree crop is in shape and ready 
to accept tourists and families who want to visit the county to choose & cut their Christmas 
trees. 
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We an�cipate that our staff will be engaged in the hurricane recovery over the coming months. 
The ag supply distribu�on site will be open at least un�l the first week of December. Staff will 
con�nue to iden�fy and respond to needs as requested & iden�fied.  
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The items below are not all-inclusive. Additional requirements are contained in 
the contract and related documents.  Note that the requirements contained 

here as well as in the Grantee Contract, Scope of Services and related 
documents also pertain to all Subgrantees associated with the project. 

 
1. The contract signer/organization assumes all responsibility for grants management. 

This includes projects where funds are passed through to another organization for 
project implementation. 

 
2. CHANGES:  Any changes in the scope or budget of the project must have prior 

written approval from the NCTTFC Board. All expenditures must be made within the 
accepted budget and line items. If a change in expenditures is deemed necessary 
for project implementation, do not deviate from the approved expenses until and 
unless a budget revision is approved by the NCTTFC Board and proper 
documentation has been received from NCTTFC staff.  

 
3. PERFORMANCE:  You must notify the NCTTFC in case of non-ability to perform 

and/or loss of other funding. This includes all funding sources listed in the original 
grant request or as identified in Exhibit A, Scope of Services. Grant funds can only 
be used for the project as approved in the Scope of Services. 

 
4. REPORTS:  Semi-annual Reports are due on the 15th of January and July. Reports 

may be required more frequently if TTFC Staff finds this necessary. Expense 
reimbursements may be withheld until delinquent documents are filed. Final Reports 
are due 30 days after the project’s end date. Five percent of grant funds are held 
back subject to satisfactory submission of the final report. 

 
5. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT of NCTTFC Support:  All project publications, reports, 

printed materials (brochures, signs) and websites related to the project shall contain 
an acknowledgement of the NCTTFC’s support by use of an approved NCTTFC logo 
and/or a statement of support. All video and audio (commercials, interviews, etc.) 
shall recognize the NCTTFC as a project supporter. The grantee must allow the 
NCTTFC Program Officer to proof applicable items prior to release. By not 
consulting with NCTTFC, grantee understands that reimbursement funds could be 
withheld if the NCTTFC determines there was insufficient acknowledgement. 

 
6. RECORDS:  The Grantee will maintain records for 5 years after the grant’s 

conclusion. The responsible entity is the contract signer/organization.

Grant agreement between the North Carolina Tobacco Trust Fund 
Commission and the WATAUGA COUNTY 

 
This Grant Agreement ("the Agreement") is entered into this 1st day of November, 2024 (“Effective 
Date”) by and between the North Carolina Tobacco Trust Fund Commission (“the Commission”), an 
agency of the State of North Carolina organized pursuant to Article 75 of Chapter 143 of the NC General 
Statutes and the Watauga County, an Local Government Unit (town, country office) with its principal 
place of business in Boone, NC, 28607 ("the Grantee") (together “the Parties” and each in the singular 
“the Party”). 
 
The Grantee’s fiscal year is July-Jun. 
 
In consideration of mutual promises and such other valuable consideration as is set out in this Agreement, 
the Parties do mutually agree to the following:  

 
Section I.  Term.  
 
This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and shall terminate on or before 12/31/2025 
(“Termination Date”) unless sooner terminated pursuant to this Agreement.   
 
Section II.  Scope of the Grant.   
 
In executing this Project titled “Greenhouse & GreenSpace Education Project”, the Grantee shall develop, 
perform and complete the work set out in the Project Scope of Services contained in Exhibit A. Exhibit A, 
which incorporates the Grantee’s application for the Project, is expressly incorporated by reference and is 
made a part of this Agreement. The Grantee’s application for the Project is therefore also incorporated by 
reference and made a part of this Agreement. 
 
If there is a conflict among or between this Grant Agreement, the Project Scope of Services contained in 
Exhibit A, or the Grantee’s application for the Project, provisions of this Grant Agreement shall first 
control, then provisions of Exhibit A, Scope of Services shall control, and finally the Grantee’s 
application shall control.  
 
If the Grantee uses any of the funds disbursed from the Commission under this Agreement to grant funds 
to other entities as part of the Project (“Subgrantees”), it must require its Subgrantees to comply with 
certain reporting requirements of Section VII of this Agreement and certain record keeping provisions of 
Section VIII of this Agreement. Subgrantees must also comply with certain parts of Sections IV, V, VII, 
VIII, IX, XII and XV of this Agreement as is provided for in those Sections.   
 
Section III.  Changes in the Project. 
 

A. The Commission must authorize any changes with respect to the Project in writing including any 
changes the Grantee requests be made to budgeted line items as provided in Exhibit A attached. 
The Grantee may not make changes to budgeted line items without first getting written 
authorization from the Commission. Written requests for extending the contract’s ending date 
must be submitted to the Commission a minimum of 90 days before or in advance of the existing 
end date. 
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B. The Grantee shall immediately notify the Commission of any change in conditions or applicable 

law or any other event which may significantly affect its ability to perform the Project in 
accordance with the provisions of Section II above, including but not limited to loss of other 
funding. In the event of any such significant change, the Commission reserves the right to 
terminate this Agreement.  
 

C. If within five (5) years of the contract end date, equipment purchased with more than $5,000 of 
grant funds is no longer being used for the purpose of the grant, GRANTEE must notify the 
Commission. 
 
Upon consultation with the Commission, GRANTEE may be advised to do one of the following: 

a)  Sell the equipment at current market value rates and return the proceeds to the 
Commission within 30 days of the sale date along with all sale documentation;  

b)  if replacement equipment is deemed necessary to meet the grant’s goals, GRANTEE may 
sell the current equipment and purchase replacement equipment with the proceeds and 
provide related sale and purchase documentation to the Commission; or, 

c) transfer the equipment to another Commission-supported and/or mission-oriented entity 
which can utilize the equipment to satisfy its project goals. 

 
D. Any contract agreements between the Grantee and any Subgrantees that include the purchase of 

equipment by the Subgrantee with grant funds, will also include the conditions of Section III. C. 
 

Section IV. Funding. 
 

A. The Commission grants to the Grantee an amount not to exceed $67,379.00 for the Project to be 
disbursed as described in Section V below. 

 
B. The Grantee represents and warrants that all sums as may be awarded under this grant shall be 

utilized exclusively for the purpose of the Project. 
 
C. In the event the Grantee or, if applicable, any of its Subgrantees breaches any of the material 

terms or conditions of this Agreement, the Grantee agrees to repay to the Commission the full 
amount of sums awarded under this Agreement and any interest that has accrued on that sum. 

 
Section V. Method of Payment. 
 

A. After the contract funding stipulations are met and subject to the limitations set forth in Section 
XI.C., the Commission shall disburse the sum of up to $64,010.05 that equals 95% of grant 
total in installments reimbursing the Grantee for amounts spent on or encumbered for the Project. 
The Grantee shall request payments by submitting a Financial Report Form (Exhibit C) and an 
invoice for the amount requested for reimbursement to the Commission no more frequently than 
monthly. On the Financial Report Form, the Grantee shall certify that the amount requested for 
payment is for work performed as required under the Scope of Services and shall include 
documentation of the amounts for which the Grantee requests reimbursement. The Grantee must 
show to the Commission’s satisfaction how this payment has been used to accomplish the terms 
of the Agreement before funding will be disbursed pursuant to this Agreement. Upon determining 
that the Grantee has provided proper documentation and qualifies for reimbursement of 
encumbered funds, the Commission will disburse payment within a reasonable time. 
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B. The Commission shall withhold 5% of the total funding or $3,368.95 to be disbursed upon the 
satisfactory conclusion of the Project which conclusion shall include a Final Report as described 
in Section VII.F.  
 

C. If applicable to the Scope of the project, the Grantee must adhere to Travel Subsistence Rates as 
provided by the State of North Carolina Office of State Budget and Management. Travel that will 
occur outside of North Carolina must be included specifically in the Scope of Services (Exhibit 
A) or be requested in writing by the Grantee for approval prior to travel. 

 
D. If the Grantee or, if applicable, the Grantee and its Subgrantees, cannot show to the satisfaction of 

the Commission that it has or they have spent grant monies to accomplish the terms of the 
Agreement, the Commission may decline to disburse money until such a showing is made.  

 
Section VI. Independent Status of the Parties.  
 

A. The Parties are independent entities and neither this Agreement nor any provision of it shall be 
deemed to create a partnership or joint venture between the Commission and the Grantee.  

 
B. The Grantee shall not represent itself as an agent of the Commission nor is the Agreement 

intended to be construed to make the Grantee an agent of the Commission. The Grantee shall not 
have the ability to bind the Commission to any agreement for payment of goods or services, nor 
shall it represent to any person or entity that it has such ability.  

 
C. All expenses incurred by the Grantee are its sole responsibility and the Commission shall not be 

liable for the payment of any obligations incurred in the performance of the Project.  
 
D. The Parties agree that this Agreement has not been made for the benefit of any third parties and 

no third party to this Agreement has authority to attempt to enforce it in any way.   
 
Section VII.  Reports. 
 

A. The Grantee will furnish the Commission with detailed written Semiannual Project Reports 
consisting of both a Programmatic Report (Exhibit B) and a Financial Report (Exhibit C). These 
semiannual Reports shall be submitted during the term of this Agreement to the Commission on 
or before January 15 and July 15, and shall be inclusive of information up to the end of the prior 
month. 

 
B. The Commission, in its sole discretion, may require more frequent reporting, including Quarterly 

Reporting. Factors that may influence the Commission’s exercise of this discretion include, but 
are not limited to:  

a. late submission of Semiannual Reports,  
b. insufficient project information, specifics, or data, 
c. incorrect Financial Report (Exhibit C),  
d. insufficient or incomplete documentation supporting request(s) for payment or 
e. incomplete Exhibit forms. 

 
The Commission may exercise this option by giving written notice to the Grantee and the new 
reporting requirements shall be deemed in effect on the date of the written notice. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, upon the discovery of the misuse of funds, or upon the 
determination of noncompliance with the requirements of this contract, the Commission shall 
take the appropriate action or actions to employ the sanctions set forth in the Uniform 
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Administration of State Awards of Financial Assistance, Title 09 N.C.A.C. 03M .0801(c) and 
.0801(d). 
 

C. If the Grantee or Subgrantee is a non-governmental organization and receives, holds, uses, or 
expends State financial assistance in an amount, including all State sources, equal to or greater 
than five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) within its fiscal year, the Grantee or Subgrantee 
shall also provide a single or program-specific audit prepared and completed in accordance with 
Generally Accepted Government Auditing Standards, also known as the Yellow Book, within 
Three (3) months of Grantee’s or Subgrantee’s fiscal year end, pursuant to Title 09 N.C.A.C. 
Subchapter 03M .0205. 
 

D. The Grantee and its Subgrantee(s), if any, agree that if the Grantee or its Subgrantee(s) do not file 
the required reports, the Commission shall not disburse grant funds to the Grantee.  
 

E. Project Reports shall describe the status of the Project, progress made by the Grantee toward 
achieving the purpose(s) for which the funds were awarded, notable occurrences and any 
significant problems encountered, and steps taken to overcome the problems. Failure to submit a 
required report by the scheduled submission date may result in the withholding of any subsequent 
grant payment until the Commission is in receipt of the delinquent report. 
 

F. The Grantee agrees that within thirty (30) days after the conclusion of the Project or termination 
date as described in Section I above, a Final Project Report consisting of both a Programmatic 
Report (Exhibit B) and a Financial Report (Exhibit C) shall be submitted to the Commission. The 
Final Project Report will include a review of performance and activities over the entire project 
period. The Commission may use this information for future publications. The Grantee will 
describe the Project, how it was implemented, to what degree the established Project goals and 
objectives were met, the difficulties encountered, lessons learned, what aspects of the tobacco 
related segment of the State’s agricultural economy the Project changed and the Project cost. The 
Final Financial Report (Exhibit C) shall provide the complete financial report of the use of grant 
funds by category (i.e., salaries, material, equipment, etc.) showing all expenditures during the 
entire term of this Agreement, and shall also report the sources, amounts and use of all other 
funds used to support the Project. 
 

G. The Commission reserves the right to request information from the Grantee which will assist the 
Commission with evaluation of the short-and long-range impact of its programs. The Grantee 
recognizes that such requests may occur after termination of this Agreement and agrees, to the 
extent possible, to provide such information to the Commission. 
 

H. Equipment purchased with more than $5,000 of grant funds may be required to submit Exhibit E 
annually for five (5) years after the contract end date, or until Grantee complies with Section III C 
of this Agreement. 
 

Section VIII. Project Records. 
 

A. The Grantee agrees to maintain full, accurate and verifiable financial records, supporting 
documents, and all other pertinent data for this Project in such a manner so as to identify and 
document the expenditure of the Commission funds provided under the Agreement separate from 
accounts for other awards, monetary contribution or other revenues sources for this Project. The 
Grantee must require any Subgrantees to maintain the same records.  
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B. The Grantee shall retain all financial records, supporting documents and all other pertinent 
records related to the Project for a period of five (5) years from the Termination Date. In the 
event such records are audited, all Project records shall be retained beyond such five-year period 
until any and all audit findings have been resolved. The Grantee must require any Subgrantees to 
retain all records for five (5) years from the Termination Date or from the resolution of any audit 
findings, whichever is later. 

 
C. The Grantee agrees to allow the State Auditor or the State Auditor’s designee to enter its premises 

and examine its records in accordance with N.C. Gen. Stat. 147-64.7. The Grantee further agrees 
to permit the examination of work papers in the possession of the Grantee’s auditors. The Grantee 
shall require any Subgrantees to permit the State Auditor or the State Auditor’s designee the same 
access to the Subgrantees’ records and work papers. Upon request, the Grantee and any 
Subgrantee shall make available its records and reports for inspection by the Office of State 
Budget and Management pursuant to 9 NCAC 03M .0202(2) and (3).    

 
D. The Grantee further agrees to make available to the Commission or its designated representative 

all of its records which relate to the Project and agrees to allow the Commission or its 
representative to audit, examine and copy any and all data, documents, proceedings, records and 
notes of activities relating in any way to the Project. Access to these records shall be allowed 
upon request at any time during normal business hours and as often as the Commission or its 
representative may deem necessary.   

 
E. In the event the Grantee dissolves or otherwise goes out of existence before the Termination Date 

or before five (5) years from the Termination Date has elapsed, records produced under this 
contract will be turned over to the Commission. 
 

 
Section IX. Subcontracting.   
 

A. The Grantee or any of its Subgrantees shall not subcontract any of the work contemplated under 
this Agreement without obtaining prior written approval from the Commission.  

 
B. Any approved subcontract shall be subject to all terms and conditions of this Agreement and the 

Grantee and any Subgrantees shall not be relieved of any of the duties and responsibilities of this 
Agreement by the approved subcontract. The Grantee shall be responsible for the performance of 
any subcontractor and the subcontractor shall provide sufficient information to the Grantee or any 
of its Subgrantees to allow the Grantee to comply with all terms and conditions of this 
Agreement. 

 
Section X. Publicity and Publications. 
 

A. Any published or distributed reports, data, or other information shall contain an acknowledgment 
of the support of the Commission as well as a disclaimer statement to the following effect: Any 
opinion, finding conclusion or recommendations expressed in this publication are those of the 
author(s) and do not necessarily reflect the view and policies of the North Carolina Tobacco 
Trust Fund Commission. Upon publication of materials resulting from the work of the Project, the 
Grantee shall furnish a minimum of two (2) copies of reports to the Commission. The Grantee 
shall acknowledge the support of the Commission by including its logo on printed information, 
presentations and other materials produced pursuant to the Project.  
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B. The Grantee shall place signage at its expense at the Project site or sites identifying the Project as 
receiving Commission Funds. Any printed materials, websites, presentations, news releases, or 
other visual or audio materials supported by grant funds will acknowledge the Commission’s 
support. The Grantee will receive Logo Specification and Guidelines from the Commission and 
will be provided approved Commission logos. Prior to publication, a draft of the materials must 
be sent to the Commission for approval. The materials, size and color shall be large enough so 
that the Project, Grantee and Commission are recognized appropriately. This signage shall be in 
mutually agreeable wording and format.  

 
C. Subject to the requirements of Section X.A above, the Grantee may publish or arrange for the 

publication of information resulting from work carried out under this Agreement; however, the 
information shall not be marketed for profit by the Grantee. 

 
D. If work performed pursuant to this Agreement, including but not limited to Reports required by 

Section VII of this Agreement and any other materials resulting from the work of the Project, 
results in any intellectual property right accruing to the Grantee, the Grantee hereby grants to the 
Commission an assignable royalty-free, non-exclusive irrevocable license to publish, translate, 
reproduce, deliver, perform or use the material covered by the intellectual property right.   

 
 Section XI. Termination & Availability of Funds. 
 

A. Either Party shall have the ability to terminate this Agreement on thirty (30) days’ written notice.  
 
B. If after notice and reasonable opportunity to cure a defect or problem, the Grantee fails for any 

reason to fulfill in proper manner its obligations under this Agreement, or violates any of the 
material terms or conditions of this Agreement, the Commission shall have the right to terminate 
this Agreement by giving fourteen (14) days written notice to the Grantee of such termination. In 
such event, the Commission shall have no responsibility to make additional payments under this 
Agreement after the Termination Date. No further expenditures shall be made under this 
Agreement upon notice of termination except for such work as shall have already been performed 
prior to the notice of Termination Date and the Grantee shall repay all unspent grant funds upon 
the demand of the Commission together with any interest accrued on those unspent funds.  

 
C. The Commission's obligation to pay any amounts under this Agreement is contingent upon 

the availability of funds to it to fund the Project. In the event that funds for this Project 
become unavailable, the Commission may terminate this Agreement immediately upon written 
notice to the Grantee. In the event of notice of the unavailability of funds, all obligations of the 
Commission to make payments under this Agreement shall cease as of the date of the notice of 
termination for unavailability of funds except for such work as shall have already been performed 
prior to the date of the notice of termination for unavailability of funds.  
 

D. Pursuant to N.C. General Statute 143C-6-23(k), a Grantee or Subgrantee that intends to dissolve 
or cease operations shall report that decision in writing to the Office of State Budget and 
Management and to the Fiscal Research Division at least thirty (30) days prior to taking that 
action. The Grantee and Subgrantee shall also notify the Commission in writing within the same 
thirty (30) day time period. 
 

Section XII. Liabilities and Loss. 
 

A. The Commission assumes no liability with respect to accidents, bodily injury, illness, breach of 
contract or any other damages, claims or losses arising out of any activities undertaken by the 
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Grantee or any of its Subgrantees under this Agreement, with respect to persons or property of the 
Grantee, Subgrantee or third parties. 

   
B. The Grantee and all of its related Subgrantees, shall assure that it maintains commercial insurance 

of such type and with such terms and limits as may be reasonably associated with the 
performance of this Agreement. Documentation of such insurance coverage of the Grantee must 
be provided upon request to the Commission. All applicable Subgrantees shall provide the same 
to the Grantee. If the Grantee and all of its related Subgrantees are government agencies, they 
may maintain a self-insurance program of such type and with such terms and limits as may be 
reasonably associated with the performance of this Agreement. Documentation of such insurance 
coverage of the Grantee must be provided upon request to the Commission. All applicable 
Subgrantees shall provide the same to the Grantee. 

 
C. The Grantee agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Commission and its respective 

officers, agents and employees against any liability, including costs, expenses and attorneys’ fees 
from all claims, damages, losses and liabilities arising from Grantee’s performance related to this 
contract. The Grantee further agrees to similarly require all Subgrantees to indemnify, defend and 
hold harmless the Commission and its respective officers, agents and employees from all claims, 
damages, losses or liabilities arising from Grantee’s or Subgrantee’s performance related to this 
contract. To the extent that Grantee is a state governmental entity, Grantee shall in accordance 
with the laws of the State of North Carolina, including the North Carolina Tort Claims Act, the 
Defense of State Employees Act, and the Excess Liability Policy administered through the North 
Carolina Department of Insurance and without waiving any rights or defenses of the 
governmental entity, indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Commission and its respective 
officers, agents and employees against any liability, including costs, expenses and attorney’s 
fees from all claims, damages, losses and liabilities arising from Grantee’s performance related 
to this contract. The Grantee further agrees to require all Subgrantees to indemnify, defend and 
hold harmless the Commission and its respective officers, agents and employees from all claims, 
damages, losses or liabilities arising from Grantee’s or Subgrantee’s performance related to this 
contract.  
 

D. To the extent permitted by State law, including but not limited to the North Carolina Torts Claims 
Act, the Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Commission and its officers, 
agents and employees from any person, entity or corporation furnishing or supplying work, 
services, material or supplies in connect with the Project and the performance of this Agreement 
and from claims and losses accruing or resulting to any person, entity or corporation who may be 
injured or damaged in any way by the Grantee, any Subgrantees or any of their agents in the 
performance under this Agreement. 

 
E. Force Majeure: Neither party shall be deemed to be in default of its obligations hereunder if and 

so long as it is prevented from performing such obligations by any act of war, hostile foreign 
action, nuclear explosion, riot, strikes, civil insurrection, earthquake, hurricane, tornado, or other 
catastrophic natural event or act of God. 

 
Section XIII. Entire Agreement.

B. This Agreement constitutes a binding obligation of Grantee, enforceable against it in accordance 
with its terms. The execution and delivery of this Agreement have been duly authorized by all 
necessary action on the part of Grantee and does not violate any applicable organizational 
documents of the Grantee or any agreement or undertaking to which it is a party of by which it is 
bound. 
 

C. There is no action, suit, proceeding, or investigation at law or in equity or before any court, public 
board or body pending or to the Grantee's knowledge, threatened against or affecting it, that could 
or might adversely affect the Project or any of the transactions contemplated by the Agreement or 
the validity or enforceability of this Agreement or the Grantee's ability to discharge it obligation 
under this Agreement. 

 
D. If any consent or approval is necessary from any governmental authority as a condition to the 

execution and delivery of this Agreement by the Grantee or the performance of any of its 
obligations under the Agreement, all such requisite government consent or approvals have been 
obtained.   
 

Section XV.  Special Provisions and Conditions. 
 

A. Nondiscrimination. The Grantee, and all of its related Subgrantees, agree not to discriminate by 
reason of age, race, religion, color, sex, national origin or disability in the performance of this 
Agreement and to take affirmative action in complying with all relevant Federal and State 
requirements.

and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations of the state, federal and local 
governments which many affect the performance of the Agreement. 

 
D. Non-Assignability. The Parties shall not assign any interest in the Agreement; provided, however, 

that claims for money due to the Grantee from the Commission under this Agreement may be 
assigned after notice and approval of the Commission.

SENIOR CENTER, CONGREGATE NUTRITION, AND TRANSPORTATION 

 
The mission of the Lois E. Harrill Senior Center and the Western Watauga Community Center is to create 
an environment that encourages independence in older adults and promotes their active participation in all 
aspects of their lives. 
 
Both centers saw a decline in the number of Congregate participants (-40) when compared to FY23, 
however, the number of meals served remained close to the same (-16).  Transportation services saw an 
increase of 93% in trips when compared to FY23, while the number of riders remained the same.   
 
The SHIIP Coordinator and volunteers continued to assist with enrolling new Medicare clients into 
prescription drug plans and also helped many seniors apply for extra help, thus lowering the cost of their 
monthly premiums.  During FY24, the SHIIP volunteers and staff assisted 363 Medicare recipients with 
Medicare questions, prescription drug plans, and supplements.

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NARRATIVE SUMMARY 

 
The Project on Aging’s revenues were more than projected during FY24 while expenditures were less 
than projected.  We also maintained a Medicaid revenue collection rate of 99.8%.  
 
During FY24, the Home Delivered Meals program averaged 87 clients at any given time with an average 
of 6 on the waiting list.  The In-Home Aide program averaged 118 clients with 35 on the waiting list, and 
15 on the current client waiting list.  The CAP program maintained an average caseload of 18 clients with 
no waiting list.  The Congregate Nutrition Program averaged 136 clients and the Transportation program 
averaged 15 clients.  Neither program maintained a waiting list during FY24.   
 
Nutrition services decreased for Home Delivered Meals and Congregate Nutrition; 19,030 (-646) Home 
Delivered Meals were delivered to 132 (-12) frail adults, while 10,558 (-16) Congregate meals were 
served to 240 (-40) clients.  We did not serve meals eight days during FY24 due to inclement weather and 
two days due to building renovations.  Emergency meals were provided to Home Delivered Meals clients 
to cover those days.  Transportation services were delivered above the prior year’s level with 2,175 trips 
(+1,048) provided to 30 clients (+1). 
 
Services were delivered below the prior year’s level for In-Home Aide Services due to a lack of Aides; 
7,166 (-3,006) hours of In-Home Aide Services were delivered to 172 (-18) frail adults.  During FY24, we 
hired 4 In-Home Aides and lost 4, and started FY25 with 4 Aides.  We are currently budgeted for 8 In-
Home Aide positions and have 6 Aides employed.  Our waiting list for Aide services was as high as 43 
during FY24.  Staffing has been and continues to be our biggest challenge in providing In-Home Aide 
services.  
 
We assisted seventy-two (72) older or disabled adults through our medical loan closet and utilized more 
than 122 volunteers in the delivery of services during FY24.  
 
The Project on Aging continues to serve as the focal point for aging services in Watauga County.  The 
agency encourages independence and promotes wellness by providing supportive services to the County’s 
older adults, thereby helping to prevent premature institutionalization.  The Project on Aging will 
continue to focus on providing services to the frailest, oldest, and poorest residents.  Currently, by census 
projection, there are 12,000+ residents in Watauga County over the age of 60.  As the at-home population 
becomes older and frailer with more acute needs for services, the demand for services will continue to 
increase.

SECTION 1  

SYSTEM DESCRIPTION 
1.1 PROPOSED SYSTEM OVERVIEW 

Motorola Solutions’ proposed design includes a 6-site, 12-channel simulcast 700/800 MHz Project 25 

FDMA/TDMA digital trunked radio simulcast sub system and a 7th Site additional microwave site. 

The simulcast system will join the State of North Carolina VIPER statewide P25 Network and will 

connect with the VIPER Zone 2 Core Site in Newton, NC. Per VIPER requirements, Motorola 

Solutions has included Dynamic Dual Mode operation on all channels that supports both FDMA and 

TDMA operation without user intervention. No location or data interfaces or applications are 

provided with this proposal. VIPER System Manager Approval is required before implementing data 

or location solutions. 

Motorola Solutions understands that Watauga County will donate the P25 Radio simulcast sub 

system, Microwave Radio system, and MPLS equipment to the State of North Carolina. The system 

will merge into the VIPER P25 system and be owned, managed, maintained, and upgraded as 

necessary by the State of North Carolina VIPER personnel.

1.1.1 Proposed System Architecture 

The proposed ASTRO 25 solution will provide an adaptable and affordable platform for mission-

critical wireless communications throughout Watauga County’s geographic area. The proposed 

system consists of a P25 Simulcast System that comprises of the Prime site voting and control 

equipment, Radio Frequency (RF) sites referred to as the “system” throughout this proposal, and 

Ethernet based Microwave Radio and MPLS network equipment providing connectivity between all 

system sites.  

The proposed solution consists of the following sites: 

 Rich Mountain – Recommended site for the virtualized simulcast prime site with collocated RF sub-site. 

 Transfer Station – RF sub-site. 

 Powder Horn - RF sub-site. 

 Aho - RF sub-site. 

 Hawks Nest - RF sub-site. 

 Buckeye - RF sub-site. 

 Phoenix Mountain – Microwave equipment only. Site will provide additional resiliency for the VIPER 

microwave network that supports Watauga County. 

The proposed Simulcast Sites provide simultaneous broadcast of the same voice or message from 

multiple transmitters on the same frequency. Simulcast sites provide consistent communications 

throughout large geographical areas, such as a large city, metropolitan area, county, or country. The 

architecture of a simulcast cell includes a simulcast prime site, which controls the cell and 

communicates with the system’s Core site in Newton, NC, and six simulcast remote sites in Watauga 

County, which provide simulcast coverage to users. Because the Simulcast cell operates as a single-

site system, Watauga County’s users benefit from simplified roaming and talkgroup configurations. 

To enhance Watauga County’s simulcast resiliency, the ASTRO 25 Virtualized Prime Site includes 

redundant controllers and network equipment in the proposed system to maintain wide-area simulcast 

communications.  

The ASTRO 25 Virtualized Prime Site ships standard in fully redundant configurations. In the event 

of a hardware or software failure, the backup will take over to maintain full service and site capacity. 

What’s more, channel processes are level loaded across available hardware, thereby distributing the 

load and minimizing any disruptions caused during a switch. 

Motorola Solutions will implement the main Virtualized Prime Site at one of the RF sub-site tower 

sites. Motorola believes that placing the prime site in the shelter directly on the protected ring path of 

the microwave system will deliver a higher overall system availability as opposed to placing the 

prime site inside the 911 Center.   
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1.1.1.1 System Voice and Data Encryption 

The proposed system supports end-to-end encryption using the AES encryption algorithms to ensure 

that only authorized radios can listen to encrypted transmissions on the network. 

 The Advanced Encryption Standard (AES) is an improvement over Data Encryption Standard (DES) 

algorithms and uses keys of 128, 192, or 256 bits to encrypt blocks of 128-bit traffic. The Motorola 

Solutions secure voice solution uses a 256-bit key. AES uses the Rijndael algorithm with symmetric 

block cipher. 

End to end encryption for DES-OFB and ADP is also supported should the county elect to implement 

these algorithms. 

1.1.1.2 System Capacity and Spectrum Management 

The level of traffic on Watauga County’s system may vary depending on the time of day, day of the 

week, and emergency situations. Motorola Solutions takes great care to design systems that can meet 

peak performance levels without requiring resources that remain unused during slow periods. 

Motorola and VIPER personnel work closely to determine the number of channel resources required 

for each simulcast system joining VIPER. The loading studies take into account Watauga users as 

well as other VIPER tenants and State of NC agency personnel that will be using the Simulcast cell in 

Watauga County. The proposed ASTRO 25 radio system includes features to ensure that resources 

are efficiently used. For example, voice calls always take priority over data traffic on the ASTRO 25 

system, so that no voice call is missed or dropped due to a data transaction. 

The proposed system will support both P25 Frequency Division Multiple Access (FDMA) and P25 

Time Division Multiple Access (TDMA) to provide Watauga County with the efficiency and 

interoperability to accommodate a diverse fleet of user and mobile radios. With FDMA, radio 

frequencies are divided into smaller frequency bands, each with its own carrier frequency. TDMA 

divides each channel into two time slots, leveraging 2:1 channel efficiency to double talk path 

capacity in the same radio frequency bandwidth allocation. Motorola Solutions’ TDMA operation 

complements FDMA operation on the ASTRO 25 platform. Channels can be selectively configured to 

operate as either TDMA-only or FDMA-only. With TDMA operation enabled, voice-calling capacity 

is increased over FDMA alone, without having to abandon FDMA operational stations and user 

radios. 

Dynamic Dual Mode will enhance the ease of use and system operation for mixed fleets of P25 

FDMA and P25 TDMA user radios. System administrators will not need to pre-assign base stations as 

P25 TDMA or P25 FDMA, because the system will automatically assign the appropriate station mode 

based on the needs of the radio user. 

Dynamic Talkgroup Assignment allows Watauga County’s dispatch operators to automatically 

coordinate between P25 TDMA radio users and P25 FDMA radio users, with no need to track or 

patch radio users together. Talkgroups will be automatically assigned as FDMA or TDMA modes 

depending on the capabilities of the affiliated user radios.  

1.1.1.3 System Alerting Capabilities 

Certain circumstances require the immediate alerting of personnel. Whether a specific individual or 

an entire group of radio users’ needs to be notified, the proposed system will provide Watauga 

County with the capabilities needed to alert dispatch operators and radio users of important 

information and critical situations. 
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The Call Alert feature uses the control channel to enable a dispatch operator or radio user to page 

another dispatch position or individual radio without affecting voice channel capacity. Call Alert 

sounds a tone on the receiving radio and returns an acknowledgement to the initiating radio. If the 

receiving radio is in a voice call, the alert tone sounds in the background, so the voice message 

continues to be clearly heard. 

The Emergency Alarm and Emergency Call features provide the alerting capabilities needed for 

critical situations. With Emergency Alarm and Emergency Call, a radio user can quickly inform the 

dispatch operator of a life-threatening situation. The simple press of the radio’s emergency alarm 

button sends an audible and visible alarm and the user radio’s ID to the dispatch operator and, 

potentially, other talkgroup members.  

The dispatch console receives immediate notification, even when the system is busy, and an available 

channel is assigned immediately to the emergency call. If the system is busy, Watauga County’s 

dispatch operators will be able to choose between two alternatives for handling emergency traffic: 

 Top of the Queue – The emergency caller is put at the top of the busy queue. As soon as the first radio 

user on any channel de-keys, the emergency caller is assigned that channel. This approach prevents 

contention for the channel. 

 Ruthless Preemption – The zone controller re-assigns the channel with the lowest priority call to the 

emergency caller—a feature unique to Motorola Solutions trunking systems. 

1.1.2 Radio Frequency Site Component Descriptions 

An ASTRO 25 Radio Frequency (RF) site supports a wide 

variety of configurations to meet critical communications 

requirements for present and future communication needs. 

Depending on the RF site configuration, each RF site has 

several different components. The following components are 

included in the RF sites provided as part of our solution for 

Watauga County.   

1.1.2.1 GTR 8000 Expandable Site Subsystem 

The GTR 8000 Expandable Site Subsystem (ESS) (see the 

figure below) enclosure integrates reconfigured GTR 8000 

base stations, site LAN switches, and GCP 8000 controllers, 

along with an optional Radio Frequency Distribution System

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1.1.2.2 ASTRO 25 Virtualized Prime Site 

Simulcast operation relies on the ability to choose the best 

received signal from multiple sites and retransmit without causing 

interference. The ASTRO 25 Virtualized Prime Site is a 

configuration that compares real-time audio from multiple sites 

and aggregates the highest quality audio frames to pass on. It then 

synchronizes each transmitter to mitigate interference and ensure 

the best quality audio is received at the subscriber radio. Software 

virtualization enables one hardware unit to run multiple virtual 

machines, thereby creating high-availability architecture in a 

small and easy to manage form factor. 

There are no single points of failure with the Virtualized Prime 

Site. This solution ships standard in fully redundant 

configurations. In the event of a hardware or software failure, the 

backup will take over to maintain full service and site capacity. 

What’s more, channel processes are level loaded across available 

hardware, thereby distributing the load and minimizing any 

disruptions caused during a switch. 

Motorola’s proposed design for Watauga County includes a 

single Virtualized Prime Site. The Virtual Prime site will be 

implemented at a system site location that has a presence on the 

microwave ring to afford the highest availability system. 

Motorola has included separate pricing for an optional Geo 

diverse redundant Virtualized Prime site. If purchased, Motorola Solutions recommends that the Geo 

Virtualized Prime site be located at a system site on the microwave ring. 

A key advantage that comes with virtualization is a reduction in physical size of the overall Prime 

Site. Combining multiple processes across just a couple components dramatically reduces the 

hardware requirements. All the equipment, including processing, networking and timing, for even the 

largest configuration fits in the space of a half rack. 

Prime Site Ethernet Switches 
Two (2) paired Ethernet switches form the prime site LAN in a system with IP simulcast sites. They 

are paired for redundancy so if one of them fails, half of the hosts (site controllers, comparators) on 

the LAN are still connected to a working Ethernet switch. This equipment is provided with the Virtual 

Prime Site. 

Dual Prime Site Link 
In a dual prime site link configuration, there are two (2) prime site routers, each of which is attached 

to a different prime site LAN switch.

Site LAN Switch 
The site LAN switch provides a LAN interface for site equipment and a LAN port for the site 

gateway. Through the switch, the service technicians gain access to service the site, and access to the 

system’s Graphical User Interface (GUI). Two (2) LAN switches are provided at each site for 

resiliency.  

TRAK 9100 Simulcast Site Reference 
The TRAK 9100 Simulcast Site Reference (Figure 1-3 below) is a GPS-based frequency and time 

reference. The TRAK frequency reference provides the simulcast system 1 Pulse per Second (PPS), 5 

Millions of Pulses per Second (MPPS), and 1 PPS + 5 MPPS composite signals. These signals are 

used to synchronize the simulcast transmissions, improving overall performance and coverage. The 

TRAK 9100 provides a high-level of redundancy, including redundant GPS receivers, a backup 

rubidium standard, and redundant power supplies.

Radio Frequency Distribution System 
The Radio Frequency Distribution System (RFDS) connects base radios and antennas, allowing for a 

completely contained and more compact installation footprint. For the transmitters, this can include 

isolators, combiners, TX filters, diplexers, and power monitors. For the receivers, this can include 

duplexers, site preselectors, and multicouplers. 

The system will use Bird TXRX Diversity Tower Top Amplifiers and Control-Monitor units at each 

RF site. This system will provide the RF distribution network for the receivers at the RF sites. 

The Transmitter Combiners utilized in the system are Filtronics 6-port combiners. Two (2) 6-port 

combiners are provided at each RF site to accommodate the twelve (12) RF channels provided with 

the system at each sub site.

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1.4 AVIAT MICROWAVE RADIO AND NOKIA MPLS 

VIPER has selected Infinity Technology Solutions (Infinity), the North America distributor for Nokia 

Networks, to provide the MPLS network equipment for Watauga County. VIPER has selected Aviat 

Networks to supply microwave radio subsystems for the Watauga County P25 radio network. Infinity 

and Aviat were chosen for their compliance to the VIPER and Watauga County specifications, and 

the value of their proposed solution in terms of overall product quality and pricing. The VIPER 

statewide P25 Network uses this Infinity and Aviat equipment extensively across the state for site 

connectivity and transport. 

i. Overview 

All of the microwave paths are designed utilizing the Aviat Networks microwave radio with all 

indoor transceivers. All paths in the ring as well as any spur paths are designed with monitored hot-

standby (MHSB) transceivers. 

The proposed Watauga County microwave paths are designed to support the data capacity 

requirements of the simulcast cell with an end-to-end two-way annual reliability of 99.999%. It is 

noted that the time of this design and proposal development the path studies for the Microwave 

network indicate possible issues with both paths that provide connectivity to the Aho site. 

 

Motorola and Aviat Networks continue to evaluate this path risk and are continuing to work on 

alternate solutions in the topology to remedy the Aho connectivity risk. Watauga County has 

indicated a need to present project costs to Watauga County officials to obtain approval and funding 

for this project. For that reason, at this time costs are provided for the design indicated in Figure 1.6 

previously in this document.

7. 7705 SAR-8 Control and Switching Module 

The Control and Switching Module (CSMv2) has three main functions, it provides the management 

and console interfaces to the 7705 SAR-8, synchronization interfaces for external synchronization 

input and output signals and control of the routing, switching, and services functions for the entire 

system. 
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8. 7705 SAR-8 Packet Microwave Card 

The 7705 Packet Microwave Card (PMC) has two RJ-45 ports (ports 1 and 2) and six SFP ports 

(ports 3 through 8). All ports provide10/100/1000 Mb/s. Ports 1 through 4 support Microwave 

Awareness (MWA) and Ethernet/IP/MPLS networking; ports 5 through 8 support Ethernet/IP/MPLS 

networking only. All Gigabit Ethernet ports provide the same networking feature capability as the 8-

port Gigabit Ethernet Adapter card. Each port has an associated LED that displays its activity and link 

status; additionally, the faceplate has separate LEDs to display the card’s power and operational 

status.

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STATEMENT OF WORK 
 

2.1 OVERVIEW 
This Statement of Work (SOW) describes the deliverables to be furnished to Watauga County, NC.  

The tasks described herein will be performed by Motorola, its subcontractors, and Watauga County, 

NC (the Customer) to implement the VIPER Simulcast and microwave additions as described. 

Following sections describe the actual work involved in installation, identifies the installation 

standards to be followed, and clarifies the responsibilities for both Motorola and Watauga County 

during the project implementation. Specifically, this SOW provides: 

● A summary of the phases and tasks to be completed within the project lifecycle. 
● A list of the deliverables associated with the project. 
● A description of the responsibilities for both Motorola and the Customer. 
● The qualifications and assumptions taken into consideration during the development of this 

project. 

This SOW provides the most current understanding of the work required by both parties to ensure a 

successful project implementation. In particular, Motorola has made assumptions of the sites to be 

used for the new system. Should any of the sites change, a revision to the SOW and associated pricing 

will be required. It is understood that this SOW is a working document, and that it will be revised as 

needed to incorporate any changes associated with contract negotiations, Contract Design Review 

(CDR), and any other change orders that may occur during the execution of the project. 

2.2 ASSUMPTIONS 
Motorola has based the system design on information provided by Watauga County, NC, the Watauga 

County consultant, VIPER personnel, and an analysis of their system requirements. A list of general 

assumptions has been noted below for review. Should Motorola’s assumptions be deemed incorrect or 

not agreeable to, a revised proposal with the necessary changes and adjusted costs may be required. 

Motorola is providing minimal services for this project. Services quoted are those required to properly 

order equipment and perform the base TNCT configuration that enables the VIPER technician to add 

the new site to the P25 radio system. All other services related to completion of the P25 radio 

equipment, Microwave Radio equipment, MPLS equipment, new towers new shelters, existing 

towers, and exiting shelters are the responsibilty of Watauga county’s consultant and the state of NC 

VIPER system technicians. Changes to the equipment or scope of the project after contract may 

require a change order. 

● All work is to be performed during normal work hours, Monday through Friday 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 

p.m. 
● A structural analysis will be conducted for each site by the Watauga County consultant.  This 

proposal assumes all towers and buildings are structurally capable and equipped to support the 

proposed microwave systems without modification. This proposal does not include the cost to 

retrofit the proposed sites. Motorola shall not be responsible for any costs related to tower 

remediation at the sites. 
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● There is sufficient space, utilities, and HVAC available at existing sites being utilized to install 

the new microwave equipment.     
● The existing backup power is capable of supporting the new equipment.  
● The existing site grounding meets R56 standards.  
● Watauga County, NC is responsible for the installation of the seven (7) microwave/path links at 

the NC sites listed in the microwave description.  It is assumed that these sites will not require 

any special equipment such as a crane, helicopter, or invasive mounting structures.  
● Watauga County, NC / VIPER will be able to obtain licensing for path, if necessary. 
● Watauga County, NC will obtain any MOUs or lease agreements necessary to install the proposed 

equipment. 
 

2.3 CONTRACT 

2.3.1 Contract Award (Milestone) 

● The Customer and Motorola execute the contract and both parties receive all the necessary 

documentation. 

2.3.2 Contract Administration

● Review Motorola and Customer responsibilities. 

Completion Criteria:

● Coordinate the activities of all Watauga County, NC’s vendors or other contractors. 

2.7.3 Assumptions 

Motorola has based the system design on information gathered from meetings with both Viper and 

Watauga County and an analysis of their existing system and requirements. All assumptions have 

been listed below for review. Should Motorola’s assumptions be deemed incorrect or not agreeable to 

Watauga County, a revised proposal with the necessary changes and adjusted costs will be required. 

Changes to the equipment or scope of the project after contract will require a change order. 

● It shall be the responsibility of the VIPER Radio Network Administrators to obtain any required 

new FCC licensing or to make modifications to any existing FCC licensing for the frequencies 

that will be utilized with the proposed Simulcast System. 
● It shall be the responsibility of Watauga County to obtain any necessary VIPER agreements 

associated with acquisition and operation of the proposed equipment on the VIPER ASTRO 25 

radio network. 
● The design assumes that the proposed twelve channel GTR8000 ESS RF site equipment will be 

connected to the VIPER P25 core over transport connected to the State of NC Microwave 

Network.  Watauga County, NC shall be required to purchase additional Microwave Radio 

equipment to complete the site(s) connectivity with the Viper network. This equipment is 

included with this proposal.  
● This design assumes that Watauga County will donate the RF Site Radio FNE equipment and 

Microwave equipment to the State of North Carolina and that the State of North Carolina VIPER 

System Technicians will install and optimize all RF site equipment associated with the Watauga 

Viper RF site(s).

Station for the Watauga County Sanitation Department.  The new Mettler Toledo Powercell Scale will 
replace an older electronic scale that has failed in the transfer station in the daily loading of solid waste 
for transfer of waste to the landfill. 
 
Staff reached out to 5 companies for quotes for the purchase and installation of new scales for the 
application needed. One company, American Scale, scheduled to come for a site visit and did not show. 
Another company, Fairbanks Scale, made two site visits 10/4 and 10/28 in order to submit a proposal. As 
of November 7, no proposal was received. The Sanitation Department did receive quotes from three other 
companies listed below.

The scale offered by both Charlotte and Superior are hydraulic scales which are supposed to be better 
performing than the traditional electronic digital scales offered by Carlton. However, Carlton offers 
“100% 10 year no risk guarantee covering 100% coverage on parts, labor, travel, and mileage. The 
warranty is activated with a semi-annual preventative maintenance services agreement at a nominally 
agreed on price after project completion.” Maintaining a maintenance and calibration agreement is 
something the Department budgets for and would maintain with the chosen installation vendor.  
 
Staff requests Board of Commissioner’s approval to purchase a Mettler Toledo PDX Powercell Steel Deck  
Truck Scale including installation from Carlton Industrial Solutions based in Greensboro, NC. Carlton has 
indicated approximately a 4–5-week delivery time for the scale and associated parts. Installation would 
take about 4 weekdays to complete. Sanitation staff recommends completing installation January 17-21, 
2025. During the installation, the transfer station would have to limit incoming waste to common MSW

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waste (no construction or demolition wastes). It is possible that additional limits may be placed on private 
waste haulers to maintain capacity for the County hauled waste and County Convenience Center waste.

Please see attached quote, for purchase and installation of ¾ inch steel plates for the floor of the solid 
waste transfer station for the Watauga County Sanitation Department.  The 33 sheets of steel will cover 
the existing concrete floor that has degraded and in need of repair. NC Department of Environmental 
Quality (NC DEQ) recognized the crumbling concrete during a compliance inspection and requires the 
floor to be repaired for the transfer station to remain operational. Approximately half the transfer station 
floor has already been covered by the steel. This request is to finish the floor to meet the requirements of 
the NC DEQ.  
 
The prior work was completed by Wilson Welding & Line Boring, LLC. For continuity in the project, it 
is recommended that Wilson Welding & Line Boring, LLC finish the project. The cost for the project is 
outlined below.

The ¾ inch steel plates have been approved as a satisfactory repair for the transfer station floor. However, 
the project needs to be finished to be in full compliance with operations.

Wilkesboro and have it installed by Wilson Welding & Line Boring of Vilas. The delivery time on the 
steel plates is expected to be early to mid-January. Wilson Welding indicates they will be prepared to 
install upon of the delivery of the materials. Installation would take about 12-13 days to complete; 
however, the contactor is willing to work after closing and nights to not disrupt the operations of the 
transfer station.     
 
Sufficient funds are available from retained earnings, within the Sanitation Department, to cover the costs 
associated with the purchase of the steel decking and installation by Wilson Welding.
